@) Continuous efforts are put by India Meteorological Department (IMD) along with other
Research and Development (R & D) institutions to improve the climate forecasts on
monthly and seasonal scale to help the farmers.

(b) The following steps have been taken to help the farming community:

)} An experimental extended range forecast assessment in the 15-20 day range
has been put under extensive performance evaluation to provide an additional
rainfall outlook up to 15-days beyond the on-going weekly agro-
meteorological advisory bulletins,

i) A new Climate Forecast System (CFS), comprising of coupled ocean-
atmospheric model adapted from National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration (NOAA), USA along with other climate information generation
tools, is under implementation on High Performance Computing (HPC)
Systems at Indian Institute of Tropical Meteorology (11ITM), Pune and IMD.
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
